It has been brought to the Ypsilanti Community Schools' Board of Education's attention that the Liquor Control Commission has
determined that an application for a retail liquor license has been made by an applicant who is located within 500’ of a Ypsilanti
Community school. The board will discuss this request.

Trustee Goodrich: What are the recommendations of the district?
Dr. Lopez: Not to approve the application.
Vice President Lee: There is a gas station on the other side of the school that sells hard liquor. There is a liquor store about a block and
a half from the location that is asking to sell hard liquor. We don't need another store selling hard liquor in the area.
Trustee Fields: I agree. We don't need to add another store that sells hard liquor in the area.
Trustee Townsend: I agree with everyone. It is in excess.
Trustee Goodrich: We need to explain how it would have an adverse effect on the school.
Dr. Hawkins: I agree with everything. We also don't have enough things in the area to promote a healthy lifestyle. We need things to
promote a healthy lifestyle, like a grocery store. Why add another place that sells hard liquor?
Trustee Goodrich: This license would just increase access to our students.
Dr. Hawkins: We promote healthy communities, and this doesn't align with our values.
